This article explores the phenomenon of anonymity in cyberspace as an integral part of the international
protection of human rights in the digital age. It focuses on analyzing the right to anonymity as a multifaceted
concept that intersects with several fundamental rights — the right to privacy, freedom of expression,
and the right to protection of personal data. Particular attention is given to the fact that, although anonymity is
not yet explicitly recognized in key international human rights treaties, it is increasingly acknowledged within
the frameworks of soft law, judicial practice, and international organizational documents.

The study presents theoretical approaches to understanding the nature of the right to anonymity,
distinguishing between a narrow interpretation — as an element of privacy or freedom of expression —and a broad
interpretation that treats it as an independent, synthetic subjective right. The article highlights the advantages
of ensuring anonymity for the protection of individuals, including the promotion of free expression, prevention
of discrimination, and safeguarding of personal privacy, while also addressing the risks of its misuse for
unlawful purposes.

The analysis includes a review of international legal practices that demonstrate the gradual recognition
of the right to anonymity online, particularly in cases involving complaints to international judicial bodies. The
author proposes a structural model of the right to anonymity, encompassing not only the individual’s ability to
operate incognito but also the duty not to abuse this status. The conclusion emphasizes the need for a balanced
and comprehensive legal framework for regulating the right to anonymity in international law — one that
considers both the protection of individual freedoms and the imperatives of public security.
