The article explores the concept of legal pluralism as one of the key analytical concepts in sociology
of law and legal anthropology with a view of understanding the social nature of law and the coexistence
of multiple normative orders within a single social space. Challenging the traditional state-centered approach,
legal pluralism highlights the limits of legal centralism and demonstrates that law operates not only through
formal state institutions but also through customary, religious, and other non-state normative systems.

Special attention is paid to the development of the concept of legal pluralism in the context of colonial and post-
colonial societies, particularly in Africa, where the interaction between state law and non-state normative orders
constitutes a persistent social reality rather than an exception. The article traces the evolution of theoretical
approaches to legal pluralism, including the distinction between “weak” and “deep” legal pluralism, as well
as normative and jurisdictional perspectives, and emphasizes their implications for socio-legal analysis.

The article argues that the rise of legal pluralism contributed to the recognition of cultural and legal diversity
in contemporary societies and to the gradual departure from rigid Eurocentric assumptions that long dominated
legal theory. At the same time, it demonstrates that the concept of legal pluralism remains theoretically contested
due to the absence of a shared understanding of what constitutes “law” and which normative systems should
be included in legal analysis.

The study concludes that legal pluralism should be viewed not only as a descriptive notion but also
as an analytical tool for better understanding of the interaction, competition, and hybridization of normative
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orders in specific social contexts. Particular emphasis is placed on the importance of legal consciousness
and legal understanding in shaping the practical operation of legal pluralism, which makes this concept
especially relevant for contemporary socio-legal research.
