The article is devoted to the criminological study of intentional homicides in a global comparative
perspective, against the background of contemporary developments in legal doctrine and law enforcement
practice. The relevance of comparative research on intentional homicides lies in the fact that it provides
a universal methodology for assessing criminal violence, allows for explaining global differences in crime
levels, forms the basis for international and national criminal justice policies aimed at combating intentional
homicide, reflects deep socio-economic processes of state development, and serves as a key instrument
for achieving the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals. Within a comparative perspective, it is
possible to synchronize national criminal justice policy measures with international legal factors, better
define and apply effective models for the prevention of intentional homicides, more optimally implement
reforms of law enforcement and judicial systems, apply analytical and forecasting models of violent crime
development taking into account the specific nature of intentional homicides and the dynamics of their
evolution, and adapt international experience in combating intentional homicides. It has been established that
the homicide rate is not a stable characteristic, nor is the level of violent crime in general. Certain socio-
economic and political indicators are stable determinants of homicide rates across countries: an unfair economic
system characterized by poverty, high income inequality, and weak social policy fosters violence; similarly,
social disintegration manifested through ethnic heterogeneity and high divorce rates, as well as low legitimacy
of state institutions, also contributes to violence. It has been shown that modern criminology is gradually
shifting from classical theories toward global criminology, which incorporates concepts of structural violence,
inequality and development theories, as well as various political-economic models of violent crime. In this
context, intentional homicide becomes not only a crime but also an important social marker of a country’s
level of development. Indeed, it most accurately reflects the actual level of violence, is closely linked to
the structure of society and its institutions, responds to economic and political changes, demonstrates the quality
of governance, and simultaneously integrates multiple social indicators. In the theory of state capacity,
a high level of intentional homicide indicates a limited ability of the state to monopolize legitimate violence.
Although international data sources allow for a relatively verifiable comparative analysis of homicide trends,
their use requires consideration of methodological differences, in particular: different definitions of intentional
homicide; the distinction between intentional homicide and negligent homicide in different legal systems;
differentiation of various types of intentional homicide; consideration of homicide determinants; differences
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in approaches (criminal law vs. victimological) to the study of intentional homicide; and the correct handling
of issues of data completeness and regularity of statistical reporting, among others.
